Moomba is the pinnacle of water skiing in Audrdia and regarded as the
biggest water ki tournament in the world. It attracts the biggest crowd, the
best skiers, has the most televison coverage, and has one of the largest prize

money pools.

In recent years the GWSC has had some of it's own skiers compete in
Moomba, from Darryl Moore, Mark Beretta, Debbie Willesdorf, Peter Smith,
David Cortous, Sdly Morris, Karen Jackson and Andrew Morris. Karen
Jackson and Sdly Morris both competed again this year, in the Women's
Tricks Event. The involvement from the GWSC has not been limited to on
water; it takes a dedicated band of individuds, and many more asssants to
put together such a huge event, and if it were not for members of the GWSC,
Moomba would not be the event it is today.

Russell Morris has been the Charman of the Organisng
Committee since 1990, and has led the Committee through some
of the toughest times the event has seen, particulally the years
2000 — 2002 when mgor funding for the event from the City of
Melbourne was reduced significantly and much work needed b be
donein order to replace these funds through sponsorships.

Gedong Water Ski Club had its largest contingent competing a the Nationds for a number of
years, with 2 skiers competing for the firsg time. Representing Victoria were Jecinta Carrall,
Matthew Carrall, Karen Jackson, Sally Morris, Sue Crisp and Richard Crisp. Representing South
Audrdiawas Andrew Morris.

Richard Crisp again won the Over 55 Men's Trick Event, bresking his own Austrdian Record dong
the way with two solid runs, and a best score of 2580 points. Richard’s domination of the event was
such that his tota score was nearly double that of his closest competitor, Bob Beazley. Sue Crisp
was a0 victorious in the Over 45 Women's Trick Event, with a best score of 1120 points.

In the Under 14 Boys, Mathew Caroll was competing in his firg nationds skiing in 3 events
After only learning how to jump in February with Yak Whitcroft and Wadie Priekulis at LaTrobe,
and with very limited training, Matthew scored a persond best in both the preliminary round (23.1
metres) and find round (23.3 metres). This was a fantagtic result againgt boys with much more
experience; Matthew certainly shows much promise as a jumper. He placed 5th in Tricks and 7th in
Sdom, combining to place 2nd in Overdl. Matthew’s performances did not go unnoticed, as he
was sdected on the Audrdian Junior Development Squad, and will attend specid training camps
and the Audrdian Inditute of Sport with the hope of being consdered for future Junior Worlds
Teams.

Karen Jackson, competing in the Open Women's event demondtrated some very congstent
performances, placing 2nd in Sdom, Trick and Overdl, and 4th in Jump. After a long summer of
hard training and competing around Audrdia, Karen's hard work paid off with some great scores, 3
@ 12 metre line in daom, 5840 in tricks and 40.7 metres in Jump. Karen was sdected as a member
of a 10-person Audrdian Senior Squad, from which the 6-person Austraian Team for the World
Championships will be selected.

Jacinta Carol was dso competing in her firg Nationds, skiing in the Under 10 Tricks and Sldom
Event. Jacinta scored a persond best in both events, with 550 points in tricks and 5 @ 34kph in
ddom. She placed 3rd in Tricks and Sadom and 4th in Overdl. Jecinta is learning very quickly, and
should do well when she moves up to the Under 14 Girls Divison next year.

Sdly Morris competed in the Open Women's Trick event, and placed 4th, with a score of 5260
points.

Overdl, it was great to see some new Gedong skiers making ther firg trip to the Nationds, aong
with some of the more experienced skiers. If Nationds is anything to go by, the upcoming years
look bright for the Gedlong Water Ski Club.

1 Members must conduct themsdves in a manne not detrimenta to the
reputation of the club.

2 The committeg, its servants and agents shall be under no liability for any loss
or damage to any vehicle, boat or trailler or anything in or attached to the above
while on club property.

3 The use of firearms is forbidden at al times.

4 It is the responsibility of al club members to keep the clubhouse and grounds
litter free.

5 It is the respongbility of al club members to report any breach of club rules.

6 Launching areas must be kept clear and trailers must be parked in the trailer
park.

7 On the introduction of a member, a visitor may be admitted as such as many as
5 times in any one year, then he or she must apply for membership.

8 A member islimited to 5 skiing visitors at any one time.

9 A person may be made a temporary member for up to week with the approval
of the committee. A fee may be charged.

10 Temporary members have the same use of facilities as full time members.

11 It is the responsbility of the club member who is the last to leave the club to

ensurethat:

a. Thedubhouse sorage shed and the gate is locked.
b. All windowsaedosd.

c. Thewateristurned off.

d. Thededridty isturned off a the main board.

e. Thegasisturned off a the cylinder.

12  No one may dter or remove any part of the clubhouse or club property without
approval of committee.

13  Noopen firesin clubhouse.

14  The clubhouse and its grounds may be used for commercial advertising at the
discretion of the committee.

15 The club grounds or clubhouse may be hired with the committee’ s approval.

16  Nodogs are alowed on the club premises.

17  Nomini bikes or trail bikes are allowed on the club properties.

18 Before aboat may be used the club:
a It mus be owned by a boat owne member or limited boat use member;
b. It mug be reggeed and successully sorutineered annudly for tha  member;
c. ltmus bere-sorutineered fallowing any modification;

19 Any change of boat ownership by a member must be notified in writing to the
committee within fourteen days.

20 Boat drivers must be financia members.

21 Boats towing skiers must have observers and skiers must wear approved
buoyancy jackets in accordance with the Motor Boat Act of Victoria.

22  Boats must go in an anti clockwise direction.

23  Ski ropes must be pulled in after a skier drops and before the boat returns to
shore.

24 A skier using the dalom course or jump has right of way over others.

25 When many people wish to use the dalom course or jump, the blackboard
MUST be used to establish a roster and the number of passes must be limited
to six for each skier.

26  People using the jump must wear suitable clothing eg. Wet suit and/or jump
pants and approved helmet to avoid persona injury.

27 Boats must not be driven between right hand bank and jump, when travelling
upstream from the clubhouse.

28  On any tournament day or special day working bee, no boat may be launched
without the permission of the person in charge of that function whilst the
function isin progress.

30 No personal water craft are to be launched or used at the club.
